MINUTES OF THE MONTHLY MEETING FOR THE

Tuesday, April 19, 2022, 6:30 PM

Present: Chairman Brian Johnsrud, Supervisor Randall Foreman, Supervisor Donald Hrubes.
Call to order. The Chairman called the meeting to order.
Minutes of last meeting. The Clerk presented the minutes of the last meeting to the Board.

Motion by Foreman and second by Hrubes to accept the minutes of the previous meeting;
motion carried voice vote.

Treasurer’s report. The Treasurer presented a financial report. Motion by Hrubes and
second by Foreman to accept the Treasurer’s financial report; motion carried voice vote.

Paying bills. The Town Board examined the bills presented for payment. Motion
by Foreman and second by Hrubes to pay the bills; motion carried voice vote.

There was discussion on items needing attention in the Town. A plugged culvert needs
cleaning out. Garbage from the drop off dumpsters is blowing into the nearby fields; a fence
needs to be put up to catch and stop the blowing away debris. Town road signs are missing and
need to be replaced, and fire number signs need to be put up.

An operator license application was presented for Marc W. Gratz; motion by Foreman, second
by Hrubes to grant him a license; motion carried voice vote.

Clerk Hrubes presented renewal agreements with the Highland Fire Department for fire
protection and Highland Fire Department by way of Highland Ambulance Service for
ambulance service for year 2022 and automatic annual renewals thereafter. Motion by Hrubes,
second by Foreman to go ahead and sign these agreements; motion carried voice vote.

Chairman Johnsrud updated the Board on various road issues. Shemak Road needs to be based
and the present surface needs to be pulverized. Another culvert also needs to first be replaced.
Ditch work is also needed. All to be followed by sealcoating. Probably a multiyear project.
Portions of Hooks Road need attention. Lastly, there has been some planning on the Prochaska
Road turnaround. Supervisor Foreman reported of ditch and drainage problems on Hrubes
Road that needs to be fixed.

Supervisor Foreman requested that Hrubes Road be closed on June 25 this year for a family
wedding. Motion by Johnsrud, second by Hrubes that the road be closed for the day; motion
carried voice vote.
