There was discussion on the Large Trash Day, and the consensus was that it was another good 

year for this.  Supervisor Foreman recommended that our next one be scheduled before 

Memorial Day.  Chairman Johnsrud indicated that dumpster availability could be an issue as 

other municipalities do this timeframe.   

Clerk Hrubes presented the Liquor and Beer License Application from Rux Investments LLC, 

Darold Rux Member and reported that Castle Rock Ridge LLC has surrendered their licenses as 

of June 9, 2024.  Following the review of the application and related documents there was a  

motion by Foreman, second by Hrubes, to grant these licenses for the fee of $500 plus 

publication plus background check; motion carried voice vote.   

 

Chairman Johnsrud reported there are number of missing and/or down road name signs, due 

likely to vandals and snowplowing.  Also that the DNR wants fire numbers for their properties.  

He recommended a drive through the Township to look at these and other sign needs.   

Chairman Johnsrud further reported on the patching work he has completed thus far this year, 

several roads completed and more roads yet to do.  In general, this is very hard work.
